ABOUT THIS INSPECTION

The purpose of this inspection is to assure government, parents and the public of the
quality of childcare and, if applicable, of nursery education.

THE QUALITY AND STANDARDS OF THE NURSERY EDUCATION

On the basis of the evidence collected on this inspection:

The quality and standards of the nursery education are outstanding.

WHAT SORT OF SETTING IS IT?

Vita Et Pax is an independent co-educational primary school located in the London
borough of Enfield and serves the local community. There are currently 176 children



on roll, of whom 23 are in receipt of nursery funding.

Five staff work with the funded children, three of whom hold appropriate early years
qualifications. Support is in place for children with learning difficulties and/or
disabilities and those who speak English as an additional language.

The school is open from 08:45 to 15:30, Monday to Friday for 34 weeks a year.

THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE PROVISION

Helping children achieve well and enjoy what they do
The provision is outstanding.

The quality of teaching and learning is outstanding. Children enjoy an exceptionally
varied and stimulating curriculum based on the Foundation Stage. Staff have an
excellent, very sound understanding of all elements of the Foundation Stage,
including how children learn. As a result, children make excellent progress through
the stepping stones towards the early learning goals.

Planning begins with the child; staff find out what the children can do, what they
enjoy and their preferred learning styles and skilfully tailor the curriculum to each
child's needs. The very favourable staff ratio ensures each child receives plenty of
one to one attention as they work and play. Meticulous observations contribute to
each child's record of achievement and clearly show the next steps in learning. Staff
are thus able to challenge and extend children, and provide support and
encouragement when required.

Children's behaviour is exemplary. They show care and consideration for one another
and understand the rules regarding taking turns, sharing equipment and cooperating
on tasks; all skills which contribute to their positive learning experience.

The premises and resources are extremely well-used to create an exciting and
stimulating child-centred environment. The nursery children have free-flow access to
both the indoor and outdoor spaces and are self-directed for a large part of the time.
Staff interact sensitively to extend the play and capture spontaneous learning
moments by making suggestions and provide equipment, such as the digital camera
to record the aphids discovered on the children's vegetable plants.

Children are developing their competencies very well across the four aspects of
communication; speaking, listening, reading and writing. Children listen attentively
and respond appropriately to stories, recalling elements from past hearings, making
observations and adding their opinions. Children in the reception class complete
comprehension tasks at a level beyond the Foundation Stage expectations, showing
phonic awareness, understanding of sentence structure and writing competently for
a wide range of purposes.
